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The Spanish Galgo is a sighround max, possibly Irish grevhound and sloughi or deerhound. Originally brought
to Spain by noblepersons, the galgo was held in high esceem. Afrer decades of theft and indiscriminant breeding

by the lower classes, the galgo lost its favor and was - and sl is - viewed as a "trash dog”, owned only by the

lower classes,

The galgo was bred for hunting and couming and is an elegant sighthound. The unscrupulouns breeding
brought with it beautiful variations in color, coat and size, The coats mnge from short hair (like thar of a

grevhound), to varving degrees of long and wirehair coars, as seen in the Scotish deerhound and other

sighthounds,

Sadly, the galgo's nartive land still views it as a second-class animal and few 5]}.‘111i:Lr{l:1' will own them as pets.

They are bred carclessly and used for hunting by galgoeros. At the end of the hunting season in Spain, the galgos

deemed worthless or too costly to maintain are destroved in a variery of inhumane ways - including being hung,

dumped into abandoned wells, shot, and even burned ro death.

There are a handful of Spanish shelters dedicated to saving the galgos and other unwanted animals of Spain.
More galgueros are willing to give their unwanted dogs to the shelters, Unfortunately, though. the abuse and

torture of palgos is far from being a past-time,

Organizations like Galgo Rescue International Metwork are dedicated to the welfare of the Spanish Galgo and
siphthounds worldwide, and assist the ‘&]1.|ni.x|| sheleers with adoption, veterinary

lreland and England and used for hunting,

a terrier or a herding dog, giving 1t greater
STAMINA.

The original lurchers in the UK were
bred out of necessity. For centuries it was
illegal for 4 commoner to own a purchred
sighthound, Hunters whe wanted the skill
of the sighthound bred them to other
breeds to obtain the Fast, agile, and scrong
dogs - while diminishing the sighthound
appearance just enough to legally own
them.
